Name Change Process

Below are the steps for how to legally change your name based on which county you reside in. If you have successfully legally changed your name in a local county that is not listed, please send an e-mail to tctboard@tricitiestrans.org so we can update our info. Thank you!

· Washington County, TN
· Start by going to the courthouse in Jonesborough to obtain a copy of the necessary paperwork from the clerk on the second floor. Complete the paperwork, take it to get notarized, and return to the courthouse. You will be charged about $195.00 when you file the paperwork and receive a court date, typically within 4-6 weeks. At your court date you will be sworn in by the judge, they will ask a few basic questions, and sign off on your request.
· You will be given several certified copies of your paperwork to take to the DMV to change your driver’s license, the social security office to update your social security card, your bank, etc.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Note: There have been occasions when a judge was present in the office while individuals were filing their paperwork, and able to approve the request right at the time of filing.
